My tutor and artist Uschi Cravillion-Werner
encouraged me fo join an exhibition, and
it was then that | really starfed my more
public carrier as a sculptor.

INSPIRATION IS AN INTANGIBLE CONCEPT

For Anna-Maija Reés, the inspiration for
her strikingly original sculpture comes from a
wide range of sources, which could
perhaps best be described as "kinetic".

Anna-Maija’s work is characterized by
movement. The movement of, and
relationship between, the human senses.
The movement of natural forces. The
movement of light, of dark and of half-dark.

The movement that holds everything
together and keeps everything apart.

She draws on the lightness of the air; the
light air that separates solid from solid. And
on the lightness of light, contrasting with the
heaviness of the physical material with
which she works.

There is movement within her piece of art
and movement in the air which surrounds if;
they are disparate movements, vyet
inextricably bound to each other.

WORK

For me the fascination with the ceramic sculpture
lies on the possibility to use even graphical
expression on the piece through the colours of the
glazes, oxides, smoke etc.

| constantly seek for new materials for the
interpretation of my creativity and imagination. | like
pushing the boundaries of the fraditions.

The air is my element.; the air between the solid,
the movement, the rhythm, the dimension outside
the existence of the sculpture. All of this and the
position of the observer create the piece of art.

In my products | deliberately leave an unfinished
touch. This conftributes to my idea , not to 'kill the
material". The material has to have a chance to live,
giving sensuality to the work.

As for many artists, | suppose, the only reason for
my works is to express my emotions. The purpose of
them is not to make a statement. The modern life
with ifs virtualised environment tends to distract us
from our spirifual needs.

“I'm out to fool the mind, rather than the eye", as
Picasso expressed if. In the same way | fry to move
the spirit in ones heart.
